Summary Record of
ASEAN-Japan Smart Cities Network High-level Meeting

1. The ASEAN-Japan Smart Cities Network High-level Meeting was held in Yokohama,
Japan on October 8 and 9, 2019 funded by JAIF (Japan-ASEAN Integration Fund).
The meeting was co-chaired by Mr. KURITA Takuya, Vice-Minister for Land, Hokkaido
Development, and International Affairs, Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and
Tourism (MLIT), Government of Japan, and Mr. Chaiwat Thongkamkoon, Permanent
Secretary, Ministry of Transport (MOT), Government of Thailand.

2. Participants shared their good practices, challenges, targets and plans in developing
smart cities, and discussed other important issues relating to smart cities as well as
their views on the future of ASEAN-Japan cooperation in promoting smart cities.

3. The Meeting affirmed that there are various definitions and different types of smart
cities in accordance with the uniqueness, needs, priorities and challenges of cities such
as disaster risk reduction, water management, city planning, transportation,
environment, energy, healthcare, safety and security.

4. To realize smart city, the Meeting noted the importance of the Challenge-Oriented
concept, where advanced technologies are incorporated in order to solve various
challenges of each city and the Overall Optimization concept, where an overall
approach using advanced technologies and wise know-hows is used to solve the
challenges cross-cuttingly and comprehensively in optimizing the entire city and region,
rather than the Technology-Oriented concept, where utilization of advanced
technologies including ICT and Al is symbolized,.

5. The Meeting noted that the appropriate utilization of these concepts may contribute
to achieving the strategic objectives of a high quality of life, competitive economy, and
sustainable environment, and the focus areas as stipulated in the ASEAN Smart Cities
Network Framework.

6. The Meeting acknowledged that the “Japan Association for Smart Cities in ASEAN
(JASCA)” was established as a framework to facilitate cooperation between ASEAN
and Japan, and is composed of potential Japanese partners, both public and private,
from various fields that have interests towards ASCN. The Meeting welcomed Japan’s
cross-cutting and comprehensive cooperation for realizing smart cities in ASEAN,
through collaborations with the JASCA, various ministries, municipalities, as well as
other public sectors including JICA (Japan International Cooperation Agency), JOIN



(Japan Overseas Infrastructure Investment Corporation for Transport and Urban
Development), JBIC (Japan Bank for International Cooperation), NEXI (Nippon Export
and Investment Insurance), JICT(Fund Corporation for the Overseas Development of
Japan’s ICT and Postal Services) and UR (Urban Renaissance Agency) which support
cities in finance and/or know-hows to promote projects.

7. The Meeting noted Japan’s proposal for an extensive analysis of the challenges,
needs and targets of the cities, and subsequent study of comprehensive solutions and
measures as a first step of the cooperation.

8. The Meeting noted that Japan will continue to share the experiences, know-hows
and good practices with ASCN through the activities by members of the “Smart City
Public-Private Partnership Platform” that Japan established to accelerate smart city
initiatives in Japan.

9. ASEAN and Japan affirmed continued cooperation with each other in realizing smart
cities in ASEAN, such as through the possible convening of another ASEAN-Japan
Smart Cities Network High-level Meeting in the future as mutually agreed.
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
